Issu du plateau argilo-calcaire de Saint-Emilion, les Merlots et Cabernet Francs qui constituent
I'assemblage du Chatelet 2023 sont élevés dans 45% de fiits neufs (220 et 500 I.), 40% de fits d’un
vin et 15% d’amphore. Le bouquet révéle des nuances de baies rouges et noires ainsi qu’une
touche épicée tandis que de fines notes boisées se manifestent en coulisse. Le vin se distingue par
son caractére légérement crémeux en attaque tout en adoptant un style élancé. Les tannins lui
offrent une base solide et demandent a s’assouplir quelque peu, tandis que la structure acide
confére de la fraicheur.

It starts with
delicate peony scents, guiding us through a journey among raspberry, strawberry, and blueberry
fields.

Not far from Beauséjour-Bécot and Clos Fourtet, the 2023 Chateau Le Chatelet is based on 80%
Merlot and 20% Cabernet Franc and is still resting in 40% new barrels, with 15% in amphora and the
balance in once-used oak. Ripe black cherries, hints of cassis, graphite, tobacco, and crushed
stone notes all define the aromatics, and it excels on its purity, balance, and length. This medium-
bodied, nicely concentrated, impressive 2023 will benefit from just 2-3 years of bottle age and have
15 years of prime drinking.
